All ages (5-14)

e lllustrate your favourite Michael Rosen poem, or some lines from your favourite poem —
add some of your favourite words, too, if you like

e Create a storyboard for your favourite Michael Rosen poem (or present in Comic Life)

e Watch a video or listen to a recording of Michael Rosen performing his own poems (see
website list below). What do you like about it?

e Go to the library and take out a book by Michael Rosen. Write a review and/or illustrate it.
Practise reading/performing your favourite poem from the book — perform it to
family/friends.

e Draw a picture of Michael Rosen. You could then go on to use one colour to write words
around your picture that describe Michael Rosen; choose another colour to write words
that describe his poetry

e List 10 questions you would like to ask Michael Rosen

e Choose a Michael Rosen poem you know and use it as a pattern or model to write your
own poem
