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Measuring impact 

Here are some questions which lend themselves to measuring impact, for discussion before starting a project with a writer, poet or storyteller; you can return to them after the project, to see if attitudes and feelings have changed. Some questions can be scored, allowing quantitative analysis to be undertaken on the answers; like-responses to the more open questions can be tallied, also allowing analysis to take place. Only use the questions you feel are relevant and helpful to your project, and discuss the questions and the answers with the pupils so they do not end up feeling like an assessment!
