Guidance

Projects shortlisted for awards will be inspirational and demonstrate best practice in learning and teaching.  The shortlisted awards will be used to provide good practice models which will be promoted through the Scottish Book Trust website.
Shortlisted projects will illustrate how creative work with literature and language can have a positive impact on pupils’ engagement with and attitudes to literacy work 

Shortlisted projects will demonstrate clear learning outcomes and an innovative approach to providing them.

The Awards
5 projects will be shortlisted in advance of the Creative Sparks conference

Shortlisted projects will be presented to delegates at the conference.  

Shortlisted projects will be awarded one free delegate place at Creative Sparks.  Nominating a project represents a commitment that a representative of the project will attend Creative Sparks if the project is shortlisted.  This representative will present the project to delegates.

Project representatives will be asked to present the project in an adapted Pecha Kucha format. :this means:
A power point presentation –10 slides with 30 seconds to present each slide – leading to a total of 5 minutes per presentation. 
Following the presentation, delegates will be asked to vote in an anonymous ballot for their favourite project.

The conference will conclude with the announcement of the winning project and an award presentation.
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
