It is possible that your project is pertinent to current local and national initiatives, so working together could prove mutually beneficial.

There are various bodies to which you can apply for grants and funding, depending on the nature and focus of your project. Please visit individual web sites for more details and application deadlines:

· Live Literature Scotland, managed by the Scottish Book Trust. Live Literature Scotland (LLS) is a unique funding scheme which takes Scottish writers, playwrights, poets, storytellers and their work to every corner of Scottish society. Minimum £1,500 - maximum £10,000

Children’s Fund

We wish to support projects which increase the opportunity for children to enjoy the arts.  We will consider projects involving children up to the age of 12, including early years.  Projects can last for up to two years.  

Minimum £5,000 - maximum £30,000

Arts in the Community 
(For small-scale festivals and promoters, for activity involving professional artists.)
Funding is available for projects which involve professional artists working in a community setting.  Proposals must involve more than one artform. Priority will be given to proposals which take place in social inclusion areas, in rural communities and in areas of low arts provision. Minimum £100 - typical maximum £5,000. Please note: the Awards for All lottery grants scheme may also be applicable to apply to for small-scale festivals and promoters.

Partners: Scotland's Artist Residency Programme

The Partners programme supports artist residencies lasting from 3 months to 2 years.  The artist(s) should be based in, and work in collaboration with a local community in Scotland. Residencies should also provide a period of reasonable financial security and time for artists to develop their own work.
Priority will be given to proposals which involve people who have few or no opportunities to participate in the arts or are in an area of multiple deprivation.  Visit the Scottish index of multiple deprivation for further details.

The purpose of this new fund is to support artist residencies of three months to two years based in, and working in collaboration with, a local community. Priority will be given to proposals which are in social inclusion areas or which involve people who have few or no opportunities to participate in the arts. As part of the residency the artist will also have time to develop their own work.

Minimum £4,000 - maximum £40,000

Partners: Highland 2007 priority
To support Highland 2007 the Scottish Arts Council has earmarked funds to support nationwide arts projects that feature the Highland 2007 theme.  As part of this commitment, the 3 July 2006 Partners deadline will give priority to proposals which help meet the vision, aims and objectives of Highland 2007.  

Other artist residency projects not connected to Highland 2007 will still be eligible. 
Awards for All

This small lottery grants scheme is run jointly by all Scottish lottery distributors, including the Scottish Arts Council. Grants of between £500 and £10,000 are available to community groups, although these limits may change. For an application pack visit Awards for All or telephone 0845 600 2040

Cultural diversity

To support projects which encourage artistic and organisational development in organisations from a minority ethnic background and from other arts organisations which demonstrate a commitment to diverse arts activities.

Minimum £5,000 – typical maximum £20,000

Conferences

To support the cost of conferences, seminars and forums for debate, which address significant crosscutting issues in contemporary arts e.g. strategic development of the arts, the links between the arts and other fields such as technology, social policy or science.

Minimum £100 - maximum £10,000
